Explain. The MAI/T clearly and 

thoroughly explained the purpose, 

principles, and fundamentals for the 

technique. 

Demonstrate. The MAI/T provided two 

demonstrations, at different angles. 

They executed the correct performance 

steps with proficiency, fluidity, and 

intensity. 

Imitate. The MAI/T used “like this, do 

that”. They used manageable chunks and 

correct verbiage. They observed the 

students and conducted at least one 

effective fault check. 

Practice. The MAI/T went to the 

students to observe, help and fault 

check. They conducted at least three 

effective fault checks and reinforced 

at least one safety. 

Delivery. The MAI/T showed confidence 

and enthusiasm, used appropriate 

communication techniques. The class 

flowed smoothly in the correct order.
